REFLECTIVE JOURNAL 3 QUESTIONS






Please, answer substantively and meaningfully, the 5 reflection questions below:
1. After having delivered your persuasive speech, what concepts, principles, and skills in effective speech communication have been further imbibed within you? What proofs or evidence reflect the set of knowledge and skills you have learned, strengthened, improved or developed?
After delivering my persuasive speech I have a greater understanding of the platform in which it is delivered.  It is important to remember your audience and focus your presentation towards them.  I found that many students did not take this into consideration and I wanted to make sure my speeches were delivered to the best of my ability.  I made sure to focus on the time limit given and to include the most relevant data.  The time limit is extremely important.  Regardless of how much you know about a subject, others won’t necessarily care about all of it.  It’s important to pick and choose your details you present carefully.  After awhile, people will just hear words, and those words will have no meaning. The citation is also important as well.  Delivering a speech to a college class is not difficult but if you are delivering it to your colleagues it is important that they understand where the information is coming from.  They are going to want to know that the information is accurate and you took the time to verify it.  
2. How valuable do you think are the skills you have gained in effective communication in your personal, academic, and career goals?
I have had numerous education and personal experiences where I have had to previously create and then deliver my own presentations.  I had to learn everything on my own in the corporate world.  I don’t think that I have ever really had issues with mastery or nervousness but my citation has become much better.
